How points are tabulated for IEA Year End awards.
How to qualify for year end Awards:   IEA Members must submit competition results to the Points and Awards chair.  Points are tabulated from December 1st of the previous year to November 30th of the current year. The chairperson will only tabulate points if members fill out their competition reports form and return them to the chairperson.  The form can be posted in the newsletter, on the IEA webpage and can be emailed to the competitors.  Submission of Points can be either by post or by email with required information.
The levels offered for awards are: Starter/Green as Grass (one division since there is no clear definition for these divisions), Beginner Novice, Novice, Training, Preliminary, Intermediate and Advanced.  Each level has three divisions, junior, senior amateur and professional.  A junior rider is 18 years of age or under. A senior amateur is a rider 19 years of age or older and qualifies under USEF rules.  A professional is a person over the age of 19 who has received any type of remuneration for riding, driving, showing in hand, training or selling horses for other people and/or giving lessons.  Please note the USEF rulebook under General Rules numbers GR808-810 for further explanation.  You may want to check the new guidelines by USEA and decide the pro status.  They may change it to earning less than 2500.00 a year.  I used the guideline that if you are getting paid, you should be pro…
.
Awards will be given to 6th place.  Awards will be listed as Champion, Reserve Champion, 3rd ,4th, 5th and 6th
IEA follows a similar system based on how USEA Area 8 tabulates year end scores.  
Points are rewarded relative to placing within a division and the number of starters.  
There must be at least 5 starters for the horse trial division to receive full points.   
2-day and 3-day events must have 10 starters to receive full points. If there is less than the minimum number of starters, half of the regular points will be awarded (e.g. a winning a novice HT with only had 4 starters would earn 2.5 points for 1st place instead of 5 points).  
Extra points will also be awarded at all 2-day and 3-day events for event completion and clean cross country, as well as completing a three-day with steeplechase.  These extra points will not be figured with the use of a multiplier.
Points multipliers will be used as follows:  
USEA/FEI sanctioned horse trials use multiplier of 2. (if a USEA event turns into a combined test due to weather, still use the 2) 
Non-USEA Sanctioned horse trials use multiplier of 1.
 All Combined tests and Derbies use multiplier of 0.5.  
Placing at an area championship class for the current year, use multiplier of 2.5.  
Points awarded for the American Eventing Championship will be treated as a champion class and multiplied by 2.5.  
A horse trial offering a split division (e.g. IP Division) will receive points from the lower division bracket (e.g. the winner of an IP division is awarded points for preliminary division).
Tie Breaking.

Most wins at a full horse trial, CIC, 2 and 3 day event.

Most top 3 finishes at a full horse trial, CIC, 2 and 3 day event.

Most top 5 finishes at a  full horse trial, CIC, 2 and 3 day event.

Better average score per number of starters.
