WHY:  
Approximately 2,000 Indiana horses go unwanted each year. Many of these are racehorses that need your help and support to live a productive life off the track. Friends of Ferdinand’s all-volunteer organization is a group of people dedicated to helping horses, who are assessed for health and wellness, cared for as needed and then retrained for basic riding skills (basic walk-trot-canter). These horses are only accepted into the program if six-months of financial support is available in organizational funding, which is approximately $2,500 per horse. Once a horse is ready, it is adopted to a caring owner. To date more than 300 horses have been re-homed nationwide.

Without a donor’s help, Indiana’s horses cannot be helped. Ninety-one cents of every dollar donated to Friends of Ferdinand goes toward funding programs and services that directly benefit rescuing, rehabilitating and re-homing Indiana’s unwanted racehorses.
